Case Study - Germany

The system establishes two levels of operation and

financing:

» Level 1 would cover the running system and
costs attached to collection and recycling of
products which momentarily come back from the
market (including “historic products”, which have
been put on the market prior inclusion into the scope
of the law).

» Level 2 would ensure that sufficient financing
would be available for collectionand recycling
for products which are put on the market today,
i.e. afterinclusion into the scope of the law (and will
reach their end-of-life in a given number of years).

» The costs which form the basis for level two
financing are uniform for each equipment
category and are calculated by the regulator,
taking into consideration the average lifetime, the
return quota at municipal collection points as well as
the treatment and logistic costs.
